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Principal Harbhajan Singh
(1891-1962)

"Let there be no inscription upon my tomb. Let no man write my epitaph. Let my
character and motives repose in obscurity and peace, till other times and other men can
do them justice". Robert Emmet's words dating back to 1803 perhaps reflect the innate
qualities of visionaries, usually legends in their lifetimes who have inspired generations.

And for thousands of Punjabis, particularly from Mabhilpur, settled in India and abroad
the late Principal Harbhajan Singh remains a beacon of inspiration through his ideals.
His contribution in making Mahilpur a football centre as well as a seat of higher learning
remains unparalleled and unmatched.

Born at Mahilpur on January 9,1891, to Tehsildar Natha Singh Bains and Mrs Kishan
Kaur, Principal Harbhajan Singh died issueless in 1962. But in a career spanning four
decades, he achieved what many could only dream of, without craving for materialistic
gains. His missionary zeal and dedication to the cause of education and sports can be
gauged from the fact that he did not draw a single rupee as salary while discharging his
duties as Principal of Sri Guru Gobind Singh Khalsa College, Mahilpur, for 15 years until shortly
before his death in 1962 .Moreover, he donated his life's earnings and property to the college after
steering the institution to a position of eminence. Thus from a remote and obscure village in
Hoshiarpur district, Mahilpur acquired the status of not only a prominent educational centre but also
as a nursery of football. No wonder, eminent Army officers, bureaucrats and footballers of Punjab,
both past and present, have been indebted to Principal Harbhajan Singh for their illustrious
careers. They include independent India's first Defence Minister, Mr Baldev Singh, the late Lieut-
Gen PS Gyani, Lieut-Gen KS Gill, Lieut-Gen NS Bal, Maj-Gen Gian Singh, Col Surinder Singh
Bains, former Olympian Jarnail Singh, Justice Ajit Singh Bains, former PSEB Engineer-in-Chief
Harbans Singh Bains, who is also Chairman of the Principal Harbhajan Singh Sporting Club, and
many more.




Having lost his father in childhood, Harbhajan Singh grew up under the watchful eyes of his
uncle, Mr. Dalip Singh and tutor , Munshi Fateh Singh who imbibed in him the qualities of the head
and heart. Quick in learning, the young Harbhajan was awarded scholarships for the fifth and
eighth standard examinations which he passed from the District Board Vernacular Middle
School. Later he did his matriculation from DAV High School, Hoshiarpur, in 1911 and FA from
Khalsa College,Amritsar. For graduation, he shifted to DAV College, Lahore, from where he
passed his BA examination in 1915. Later, having done BT from Government Central Training
College, Lahore, he joined as Headmaster at Khalsa High School , Ambala. Later he served as
Headmaster at Malwa High School, Ludhiana for two years, and Khalsa High School, Kharar for a
year before taking over as Headmaster at Khalsa High School ,Mahilpur. Within a short span, the
Mahilpur school earned statewide recognition in education and sports. Students from far and
near sought admission and the institution earned a name in disciplines like football, tug-of-war,
and hockey with Principal Harbhajan Singh personally supervising practice sessions.

In the early forties the idea to set up a degree college caught the fancy of Principal
Harbhajan Singh and the dream took concrete shape in 1946 when he paid a guarantee money of
Rs.85000 to Panjab University from his own savings and was later made founder Principal, the
post which he held until shortly before his death.

When Principal Harbhajan Singh breathed his last on August 16, 1962, a meeting of grief-
stricken admirers having decided to perpetuate his memory resolved to constitute a panel to
carry forward his mission. Accordingly, a committee was constituted which decided to start the
Principal Harbhajan Singh Memorial Football Tournament on an annual basis. The first edition of
the tournament was organized in October-November 1962, and the practice continued till 1965.

In 1966, the Harbhajan Sporting Club came into existence which assumed responsibility
for conducting the tournament. Dr. Narinder Pal was the founder President of the club. Ever since
there has been interruption and increased interest of N.R.I's has given the tournament further
boost. The 54th edition of the tournament currently under way at Mahilpur offers over Rs 1 lakh in
prize money. Among the sponsors are the Principal Harbhajan Singh Educational and Sports
Society, Vancouver, and the Principal Harbhajan Singh Memorial Trust also based in Canada.

Jarnail Singh
Arjuna Awardee

Jarnail Singh is regarded as one of the most outstanding
defenders to have donned Indian colours. The natural athlete
that he was, Jarnail took the art of defense to new heights
making himself an epitome of strength and stamina. Like many
of his illustrious compatriots, Jarnail played a pivotal role in
shaping India’s football fortunes during the golden era of
Indian football folklore now. Braving a nasty head-injury that
required six stitches, Jarnail in his new avatar as a forward,
scored crucial goals in the semi-final and final to fetch India, its
maiden Asian football gold. Two years later, when India
became the runners up in the 1964 Asia Cup at Tel Aviv, Jarnail
was at his best, marshaling the defense with authority and
guile. After another commendable show at the Merdake
tournament in Malaysia, in the same year, Jarnail took over the
reins of the team from Chuni Goswami and continued for more
than two seasons with a fair bit of success. At the domestic
circuit, Jarnail was associated with the Mohun Began Club fo 10
glorious years when the green-and-maroon team swept all the
major titles at the national level. After quitting from Mohun
Began in 1969, Jarnail went to play for Punjab and inspired the
team to win the first Santosh Trophy in 1970 as a coach-cum-
player.

InJuly 2000, Jarnail Singh (64) widower, had gone to visit
the son Harsh Singh in Vancouver (Canada). While on his visit
he was rushed to hospital after he complained of
breathlessness. Later that day, 13th October 2000 the Legend
Jarnail Singh passed away due to an asphaltic disorder.

PHAGWARA football and 63-year-old Inder
Singh are almost synonymous. This recipient of the
Arjuna Award strode the Indian football firmament
like a colossus for over two decades. With his speed,
stamina and killer instinct, he scripted victory easily.
Having joined the Leader Club in 1960 and the JCT in
1974, he played for Punjab from 1962-1978, for India
from 1963-1975. He captained the Indian team thrice
in 1969, 1973 and 1975. He won the Arjuna Award in
1969.

It was his scoring ability that won him laurels.
His shielding of the ball from the immediate marker
was marvellous, according to experts. His record of 23
goals in the Santosh Trophy Tournament held in
Punjab in 1974 has not been beaten till date. Punjab
had defeated Bengal then by 6-0 goals in the final and
Inder Singh alone had scored three goals. The Punjab
team scored a total of 46 goals in the tournament out
of which as many as 23 goals were scored were scored
by Inder Singh!

He was selected in the Asian All-Stars team in
1967-1968. He was declared the “Best Right Out” in
Asian Cup held at Tel Aviv in Israel in 1964. India was
the runner-up there. He played for the JCT from 1974
t01985. After his retirement, he was the manager of
the JCT from 1985 to 2001. Since November 2001 he
has been the Honorary Secretary of Punjab Football
Association and also represents as member from
North India in All India Football Federation's
Executive Committee.

Inder Singh played in the Merdeka Football
Tournament in Malaysia . Interestingly, the then-
Prime-Minister of Malaysia, Mr Tinku Abdul Rehman,
became his fan so much that he offered him a
monthly salary of Rs 23,000 in 1967!The PM offered
him five years' contract. But Inder Singh turned down
the offer, as he wanted to play for Punjab and India.
“Some of my friends then called me a sentimental fool
to have rejected the offers,” recalls Inder Singh. Later,
the Mohan Bangan Club of West Bengal offered him a
blank cheque. The Khalsa Sporting Club, Canada, also
mada a plum offers to him, but he stuck to his roots.

Asian Star Footballer
Parminder Singh

Parminder Singh (renowned as Asian Star
Footballer) joined JCT as Football Coach in the year
1995. He is graduate and has done Diploma in
Football Coaching from Sports Authority of India (NIS
Diploma) and has done AFC (Asian Football
Confederation) “A”, “B”& “C” Licence Coaching
Courses. Besides this he has done AFC “B”"& “C”
Licence Conditioning Courses. He was one of the
participants in FIFA Futuro-lll Administration &
Management Course which was conducted at AIFF
Football House, New Delhi. During His playing career,
Mr. Parminder Singh Kang has set a record of playing
19 years for JCT and in that period he had represented
JCT in19 Federation Cups, 19 Santosh Trophies. He
had the honour to represent India Team in various
International Assignments in the years 1975 to 1986.
Mr. Parminder Singh Kang has brought Laurels for JCT
Punjab State by winning Major ALL India
Tournaments for JCT and Santosh Trophies for Punjab
State. He was declared as “ Best Player of the
decades” by AIFF in the year 1992. He had the honour
to represent India as member of “Asian All Star
Football Team”. He was conferred with “ Maharaja
Ranjit Singh Award” (a top level state award) by
Government of Punjab in the year 1983. He was also
declared as “ Best Player of the year 1984” by Delhi
Sports Journalists Association, New Delhi.

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A Brief History of Football in India

Dr. Parvinder Singh

Football the most globalized sport in the world and since its introduction in Asia, football has engendered
smspiration and excitement in the people in this part of the world. Despite the vast differences and traditions in
“sian sports culture, itis only football that connects Asia more or less. However, it is too naive to assume that there
would be one Asian football culture. It was primarily European soldiers and merchants who introduced football in

=anv of the Asian countries.

InIndia, like all over the Asian Continent football was introduced by the British soldiers in the mid nineteenth
century. The impetus was to unify the Indian Army with the help of this sport. Nagenda Prasad Sarbadhikary born
m August 1869 to Dr. Surya Kumar Sarbadhikari and Hemlata Devi in Calcutta was known as the father of Indian
football for his role in introducing the sport in teenagers in the year 1877 at Hare School, Calcutta. It is he who
mobilized his classmates and started playing the game at the Hare School compound. Attracted by the enthusiasm
of the sport the European teachers of the school and adjacent Colleges encouraged Nagendra Prasad and his
companions to promote the game among students in and around Calcutta. The “Boys Club™ founded by Sh.
Nagendra Prasad in his time was the first initiative for the organization of the football. After that the Calcutta
Football club was established to promote football and followed by Dalhousie Club, Traders Club and Naval
Volunteers Club. In 1889, India's oldest current team Mohun Bagan was founded as * Mohun Bagan Sporting
Club™. This was the first club under the rule of the Army. By the time, the sport became popular in the masses and
several other football clubs like Sovabazar and Aryan club were established in Calcutta during 1890's.

Indian clubs were first admitted into organized compeiitions towards the later part of 19" century. In 1893
Indian Football Association was formed and named as “All India Football Federation (AIFF)”. Although football
was originated from the state of Bengal and specifically Calcutta has been at the heart of Indian Football, some
other parts of the country like Goa, Kerala, Punjab and Eastern states have strong teams in football.

Durand cup was the first football tournament which was started in 1888 at Shimla and is regarded as the third
oldest tournament of the world at present. The tournament was named after Sir Motimer Durand, a British
diplomat and civil servant of colonial British India. In 1940, the venue of the tournament was shifted to New
Delhi and is now held at Ambedkar Stadium in the city. Following independence the tournament was hosted by
the Indian Army in association with Durand Football Tournament Society being headed by three service chiefs.

Railways Sprts Promotion Board introduced football in 1905 and started organizing inter Railways
Trophy in 1944. Indian Railways also organized the football championship every year through Railway
Promotion Board. In 1934, football was introduced in National games for men and 1975 it was introduced for
women group also. After the introduction of the sport in National games various tournaments and competitions
came into existence and contributed in the promotion of the sport such as:

Santosh Trophy in 1941.
Independence Day Cup in 1949,
GoaFootball League 1951 in Goa.

The Saint Nagjee Trophy 1951 in Calicut.
AllIndia B.N. Mullick Police Cup 1952.

Bordoloi Trophy in 1952 in Assam.




The SohanLal Dugar Shield in 1956 at Tezpur.

B.C.Roy Football Trophy in 1962 in West Bengal.

Principal Harbhajan Singh Football Trophy in 1963at Mahilpur (Punjab).

The period stretching from 1951 to 1962 deserves special mention, because it is the golden era in the history of
Indian football. As the Indian football clubs put up commendable performances year after year, they qualified fora
number of international competitions and competed overseas. The Indian footballers brought laurels to the
homeland, by winning gold medals in the 1951 and 1962 Asian Games held at New Delhi and Jakarta,
respectively. India registered another record in 1956, when she became the first Asian nation to make it to the
Olympic football semi-finals in the 1956 Melbourne Olympics.

With the partnership of IMG (International Management Group), Reliance Industries and Star Sports, All
India football Federation(AIFF) the Indian Super League (ISL) was launched with the goal of growing the sport
of football in India and increase its exposure in the country. The competition is contested by ten teams and is
played in a span of six months from October to March. Unlike the most football leagues around the world, the
Indian Super League does not use promotion and relegation, for its growth and expansion. However, a formal
structure for promotion and relegation will be introduced by 2023-24. During the league's first five sessions three
teams were crowned champions: ATK in 2014 and 2016, Chennaiyin in 2015 and 2017-2018 and Bengluru FC in
2018-19.

I-league, formerly known as National Football League, is one among the two co-existing premier football
leagues in India together with Indian Super League. The competition was founded in 2007 as the successor to the
National Football League (NFL) and competition commenced in November 2007. The league was launched as
India's first ever professional football league and with the aim to increase the player pool for the Indian National
Team. Unlike franchise based Indian Super League, the I- League operates on a system of promotion and
relegation with the I-League second division.

The scope of football has increased in India in the last few years. [fyou are good at sport, go for it. India has
already been identified as huge potential market for football. With the induction of foreign football organizations,
you can now have international exposure, I belive that coming years are going to be very conclusive for Indian
football. You need to be part of it. There are immense opportunities for the international experts, educational
groups and corporate to make profound and lasting difference to the future of Indian Football.

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Endurance

No matter what a soccer player’s age or ability, he will not be of great value to his team if
he is not superbly physically fit. A player must be able to execute, run fastly, turn quickly and
different techniques of kicking to sustain against pressure with the same determination up to last
minute of the game as in the beginning. The degree of fitness through out the game is eminent
towards winning a championship. Fitness for football is much for all soccer players. The ability,
strength and flexibility of body muscles and joint. Specific soccer fitness is must for all soccer
player. The game soccer is in fact an endurance game. There are no timeout, as in other games
few substitutions are there extended for extra time decide the match as per rules of the game.
Therefore endurance become an eminent factor. There are two type of endurance taken into
consideration when to train a soccer player Cardiovascular and muscular endurance.
Cardiovascular is the ability of Cardiovascular system to function efficiently during exercise for
proper blood and oxygen supply to our body. During game the intake of oxygen and blood supply
is increased to right level. The trained heart pumps more blood to our musules to overcome the
physical pressure on our body during training and game. Proper training prepares the
cardiovascular system and muscular endurance to achieve the efficiency at high level. The
endurance can be achieved from 40 to 70% effectively, in some cases it can be more. The
correct training method can achieve maximum endurance in a shorter period. It is more
important to take in to consideration the nature of the game as the game of soccer is played in
very short intervals. There is a short break when the ball is out of play, as throw in, goal kicks,
corner kicks and other break in case of infringements occurring in the game. The game requires
maximum efforts in sprinting, changing directions, jumping’s and other heavy muscular
involvements. There are so many methods of training applied in soccer. But interval training is of
greatvalue to improve the endurance of soccer player.
